The main purpose of this paper is to find out its significance of the OECD Code of
Liberalisation of Capital Movements (CLCM) mainly from the aspect of how
liberalisation should be progressed. Firstly, some points are indicated from the
clauses of liberalisation, reservation and derogation. Then, two case studies
-capital control measures of Iceland and macro-prudential measures of Korea- are
analysed to understand their conformity with the CLCM. Lastly, it becomes clear
how liberalisation under the CLCM should be positioned objectively by grasping
its relation with the Articles of Agreement of the IMF and domestic laws, while a

problem the CLCM is facing is discussed.
